This week marks the 4th Sunday after Epiph-

any. All of our choirs are in full swing pre-

paring not just for Sundays but for the spe-

cial seasons and Holy Days of Lent and 

Easter Our Handbell choir is working hard 

to prepare the music they will play in Festi-

val at First United Methodist on February 

18th.

 Alexey Feodorovitch Lvov  composed RUS-

SIA in 1833 one night "on the spur of the mo-

ment," according to his memoirs, after Czar 

Nicholas I asked him to compose a truly Rus-

sian national anthem (rather than continuing 

to sing a Russian text to the English melody 

for "God Save Our Gracious King"). Lvov's 

tune was accepted and has been featured as 

the Russian anthem in various compositions 

(including Tchaikovsky's 1812 Overture). 

Also used as a hymn tune ever since its 1842 

publication in John Pyke Hullah's Part Music, 

RUSSIA is today often associated with the 

hymn text "God the Omnipotent!" Given its 

origin as a national anthem, the tune does 

have a majestic character.  

Lvov served in the Russian army from 1818 

to 1837, advancing to personal adjutant to 

Czar Nicholas I as a major-general. In 1837 

he succeeded his father as director of the im-

perial court chapel choir in St. Petersburg, a 

post he retained until 1861. A fine violinist, 

Lvov played Mendelssohn's violin concerto in 

Leipzig with the composer conducting in 

1840. He toured with his own string quartet 

until deafness forced his retirement in 1867. 

Lvov composed much church music for the 

imperial choir as well as a violin concerto and 

several operas. He also compiled a collection 

of church music for the Orthodox church year, 

but is best known as the composer of the tune 

for the Russian national anthem.
