We're also trying to open our nursery/childcare from 9:00 to noon starting May 9. If you know anyone who would like
to make a little extra money, please have them contact the office.

May 30 is Trinity Sunday, our parish feast day. We’re going to have a picnic! Details are still in the works, but plan on
eating on the front lawn after the 10:30 service.

Youth of the church, don’t worry. We haven’t forgotten you. I'm hoping we can have a pool party around the end of
school. Date and details coming soon. These last two years have had their ups and downs. In fact, the downs seem to
have lasted longer than the ups. We have not only survived the ride, we have grown and been strengthened by the
experience.

Continue to stay safe so we can bust out of this pandemic once and for all. We’re going to make it and we’re going to
make it even better than it was. Thank you for two interesting and wonderful years. I'm so glad we both said “yes”.
